
Writing a Bible Study Session
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Hayes Lecture / Chapter 16 will help you with this assignment.

The purpose of this assignment is to show your ability to translate your learning at an academic level into something engaging and informative for a wider audience. 
You will still need to demonstrate knowledge and understanding but you will need to do it a way that is accessible to a wide range of people.
As most people are not very familiar with the Old Testament one thing you will need to do is write something about the literary, historical and canonical contexts of the book but in a simple, brief and accessible way.

You may find it helpful to start out with time limit for the session and then decide how you want to split that time up (ie how many ‘sections’ do you want to have and how much time will each ‘section’ therefore take).  Don’t forget to include time for discussion questions. 
You can tackle this assignment in any way you like, but if you are stuck you may like to use the reporting system of who, when, what, why, where and how (who was the book written by and to? When was it written? What did they say?  Why did the author say it? How did they say it?  What did it mean at the time, what does it mean for us now?).  

You will need to demonstrate an understanding of the book of Amos and the importance of the book in the Hebrew Canon.  

Higher marks are given for creativity, insightful questioning and careful selection of material.

Once the study is written you will then need to add a rationale explaining why you chose to include certain things, why you chose particular illustrations etc.
Please also include a brief description of the audience you are writing to using the Context Form which you can find in the Resources section.
Remember at the end of the assignment to include a Reference List detailing the sources you have used to help you and referred to in your work (this does not form part of the word count).
